Our BFI English Clubs experienced rapid growth of
375% compared to last year. We have more than
13,500 students compared to 3,600 the previous
year.

Davis Peace Project

BFI was awarded $10,000 through the Davis Peace
Project at International House, New York. The
resulting “Peace & Reconciliation” workshops in 4
different provinces throughout Burundi empowered
50 youth community members in each of 4 provinces
to find their roles in peace-building efforts for their
country.

Outcome: 200 Burundian attendees committed to
serve as peace and reconciliation ambassadors.
Future Goal: 20,000 individuals trained in peace and
reconciliation.
